Newspaper 
Tacky glue 
Water (about 1 teaspoon) 
Plastic cup 
Paintbrush 
Clean glass bottle or jar 
Spoon 
Colored sand (from a craft department or store) 

 
Cover your workspace with newspaper.  Pour 
about ¼ cup of tacky glue in a plastic cup and 
dilute it with water.  Use your paintbrush to 
apply the glue on the outside of the glass 
container.  Sprinkle the colored sand evenly over 
the glue using your spoon.  Allow the glue and 
sand to dry completely.   See what colors and 
designs you can make! 
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
